We had wonderful translators who did marvelouskwordelivering the Gospel messages preached by ou
people. Twice these native pastors showed thes Jdsuat night. Only one private school was issgen so most
of the ministry was done by long walks “into thglmvays and hedges” to groups gathered to heaneson-one
along the trails.

We witnessed to Muslims, Jehovah’s Witnesses, iatsrand even Church Of Christ folks and Catholics.
Many were reached from all ages. One notewortbivias the number of adult men who listened angomded.
One village crowd was so large and the responsgses that it was easer for the pastors to caqwepeople who
did NOT raise their hands and pray the sinner'ysqréo receive Christ.

A passing word about Bro. Ben: some days werededual and without pain, while other days were real
struggles. Missionary Ross Collier had built godteput alongside the truck door so that it waserao climb in,
put the walker in the back and take off into tHeage. Most Malawians had never seen a walkeh $&s a 75-
year-old preacher standing with one to preach!

A special surprise was that one of the pastorsusrieam had brought a life-sized inflatable kangarsed
in his VBS in a suitcase. His children had rai$@a0 for the mission and they sent Jack the kawogardalawi.
We would not use it in the village for fear of atramong the children. So the missionary kidstigetjoy of Jack!

On Friday afternoon we met to say goodbye to @mslators, present them with their well-earned
honoraria, their new Study Bibles as well as peabgiits of shirts, suits, ties, books and moreuigitt from
home. All team expenses were fully paid and a grrselove offering was given by the team to outhfai
missionaries, Ross and Sherry Collier.
